Materials
*  3-ring 2” binder with clear plastic cover designated for This SCIENCE (Chemistry or UF Chemistry or Physical Science)
Class only
* 5 dividers for notebook (titles for sections are designated on Notebook Rubric)
*  One Spiral notebook or notes section with loose leaf paper
*  Composition notebook designated for Lab Notebook Only.
*  Scientific Calculator (TI-30, TI-82, TI-83)
*  Blue or Black pens for lab reports and study guides (Pencils for should be used for problems, quizzes and tests)
*  Safety Goggles

Expectations
A science class takes a lot of time and effort on your part. A lot will be asked of you, but you will also be granted a large degree of

independence to learn. However, independence and responsibility go hand in hand. Therefore, you will be expected to behave in a polite,
respectful, mature and responsible manner.

Be On Time

You are considered late if you are out of your seat after the late bell. If you are tardy and have a signed pass, hand me the pass and take your
seat and you will be marked tardy on the attendance sheet. If the sheet has already been collected, you need to obtain an admit slip from the
office.

Bein Class

Although I realize that doctor's appointments, illnesses, sports events and class activities are important for a well-rounded education, I feel
that it is imperative that you NOT miss this class. Science is a class that moves relatively quickly and involves many various complex
concepts. Missing just one class will put you at a disadvantage. Please try to schedule appointments for after school and keep other absences
to a bare minimum. Unexcused absences are not tolerated. You will receive a zero on all assignments due AND assigned that day if a note is
not received within three days.

Class Rules

*  All school policies will be followed. Review the school rules listed in your handbook.

*  Respect the rights and property of others, especially the school’s and the teacher’s.

¢  No eating or drinking in the classroom, especially with the carpet. GUM is considered FOOD. If food is present in the lab it is
to be considered a chemical and part of the experiment and should NOT be consumed.

* Do not handle or disturb demonstration equipment, teacher materials, or classroom supplies without permission.

*  Any horseplay during the lab will result in your immediate removal and loss of lab credit.

* Do not use the SmartBoard unless instructed by the teacher.

*  All laptops are for school use only. See Classroom Acceptable Use Policy for consequences for inappropriate use.

*  Although tempting, yelling/screaming out the windows will result in a detention.

*  Remain in your seat until the bell rings. Do not line up at the door waiting for the bell to ring.

Gradin

Your grade in this class will be calculated using the points you earned divided by the total possible points. A variety of assignments will be
given to you. These include tests, quizzes, labs, special projects, and homework. Homework is your responsibility. The problems will be
occasionally scanned for completeness. I recommend a study group to work on the problems. Copying will NOT do you any good. You
need to struggle with the problems in order to understand them and to be successful on tests and quizzes. (Please note: Only blue/black pen
or pencil is acceptable. Assignments completed in any other color will not be graded.)

Extra Credit

Extra Credit is RARELY given. DO NOT expect that it will be assigned at any given time. If you are absent when extra credit is given or
assigned you will not be given the opportunity to obtain those missing points. Extra Credit will ONLY be awarded that day if the assigned
homework for the day is completed. You will NOT receive any extra points if the assigned homework is not completed. Extra Credit is for
those students who come to class and have completed their homework assignments for that day.

Lab Reports
Each student will compose a lab report for each experiment performed in class. Many of the lab reports will follow the procedures detailed

on the Lab Notebook Guidelines handout. It should be noted that title, purpose, procedure, laboratory safety rules, and data tables must be
written in the report before the start of the lab. Labs are due the Friday after the lab is performed.

Laboratory Safety

Safety is of vital importance in the lab. As science students, you will be assuming responsibility for the care of the lab and you will have to be
diligent about following all safety rules. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES are you allowed to go into the Chemical Stockroom. You are
NEVER allowed to remove chemicals or perform unauthorized experiments. Severe administrative discipline will occur.



Goggles and Contact Lenses

You will be required to wear goggles for all labs where chemicals, heat or glassware are involved. Safety glasses are not acceptable in a
chemistry lab. You may choose to use the goggles that are provided, or purchase your own. Failure to wear your safety goggles properly
will cost you 10 points off your Lab Report for each offense. You and your lab partners should keep an eye on each other because if you or
them continue to fail to properly fail to wear your goggles correctly, it may result in a 10 point deduction for the ENTIRE lab group. You
should remove your contact lenses for all labs.

Problems

I emphasize both the PROCESS and the FINAL ANSWER when you solve problems. You will be required to show the formula, plug in
the numbers and units, and express your final answer with correct significant figures as well as the final units. Full credit will not be
awarded if only the final answer is provided. Make sure that you are able to take a problem and identify the "approach" you are going to use
to solve the problem. The ability to classify the problems is a very important aspect to this class -- analyze, evaluate, classify!

Extra Help
There are many things that you can do to get extra help.

*  Istrongly suggest that you form study groups (2-3 students). I find that this is the best way to prepare for tests and quizzes and to
understand the material. Don’t just copy from one another, because you WILL NOT understand how to do the problems unless you
have attempted them by yourself.

*  Make an appointment to see me during my free period, after school, or during REACH. Make sure I record your appointment.
When you come to get extra help, I will have you sign in to log your time with me.

E-mail

If you have an e-mail address, please send me a message and I’ll add you to my class address book. Make sure to identify yourself in the
body of the message AND in the SUBJECT. IfI do not know who sent me the email, I delete them because of the spam and other computer
junk that is out there. If you e-mail me for other reasons, please allow up to 2 days for me to respond. I will get back to you as soon as my
schedule allows.

Make-ups

You and your lab partners need to work as a team. Your team is your best resource. If you are absent a day, your lab partner(s) should be
able to help you with the missed assignments, notes, handouts, etc. and vice versa. I will be available during my conference period and after
school by appointment for lab make-ups. Make sure that you schedule an appointment with me to conduct make-up work and let me know
what assignment you plan to work on. If you are absent the day of a test/quiz, you will need to make up the test the day you return to
school. Make-up tests are often more difficult than the original tests. If you are absent the day an assignment is due, it is your responsibility
to hand in the assignment at the beginning of class. Extra worksheets/assignment sheets/handouts will be located in the folders on the
podium in the front of the room. Notebooks will NOT be accepted late and no credit will be given. Bonus Points will not be able to be made
up if you were absent the day they were awarded.

Late Work

Any assignment is considered one day late if it is handed in after I have collected it in class. You may not hand it in 5 minutes late — it will
be considered one day late. Late homework is decreased by 50% if it is handed in up to 24 hours after I have collected it in class,
unless we go over it in class. If the homework is covered in class it will not be accepted late at all. Study Guides will NOT be accepted late
(NO CREDIT will be given if they are not finished on the day they are due.) After that time NO late homework will be accepted. For lab
reports, you will lose 10% for each day late that you hand in your lab. Extraneous circumstances will be considered, but this is an exception
and NOT the rule. Ireserve the right to make the final decision.

Cheating
I consider cheating to be a grave offense. Please know that allowing someone else to use YOUR work is considered academic dishonesty on

YOUR part as well! Copying someone else’s work or letting another student copy your work will result in both students receiving zero
points for the assignment. All assignments will represent your own work — including lab reports. Refer to the student handbook for other
consequences.
