Formal Qutlining

Cutlining is a way of organizing main ideas, and the major and minor details that support them. An
autline shows the relationship between ideas presented inwriting. It uses both numerals (Raman and
Arabich and letters {upper and lower case). There are two kinds of outlines: formal and infarmal. Formal
outlines may he written one of three ways: topical {Trees), infinitive phrasesiTo Locate Trees) or complete
sentences (Trees can be found in many places). You can use any of the three ways. Remember to
paraphrase from the original text since you camnot simply copy sentences from the source. Qutlines are

double-spacedl.
